♦ We go to our brothers and sisters and we accept them right where they are, just the way 

they are.  Earnestly, we seek to bear witness to awareness, concern, hope and 
helpfulness-Christian Love!  

 
♦ We count ourselves fortunate indeed, in our own opportunities, and seek to give a good 

account of our stewardship.  
 
♦ We seek to work in glad cooperation and mutual support with other workers being 

prepared to keep sensitive and helpful according to the needs of the hour.  
 
♦ Gladly, do we serve Him who said in the fourth chapter of Luke,  "He has sent me to 

set at liberty those who are oppressed and to open the doors of the captive.” 
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
